A number of men from the U.S5.S. Mississippi
arrived &t the scene of the accident and lowered a lifebuoy to Vood, but he was
too incapacitated to help himself., Kaliszewski voluntcered to go into the water
and was lowered on a line into the water vhere he supported Wood until another
line was passed to him. He sccurcd the line to Wood, who was then haulcd up
onto the picr. At the time of the rescue there was snow on the ground and the
water was icy colde. Kaliszewski's prompt and couragcous action undoubtcdly saved
the life of Wood.

He locoted
the bodies but was so benumbed by the icy waters he was untble to bring them to
the surfcco, and it was nocesscry for othors to render assisinnec to bring him

"STUMBLING BIOCKS" IN RECENT CHIEF PETTY OFFICER EXAMINATIONS.

An analysis of the results of the examinations for chief petty officer held
on 21 December 1936 has been made. Difficulty or failure in individual items was
not universal in any rating, but there were certain topics in which the majority
of candidates appeared weak. These are listed below.

The examinations also indicated that carcful and detailed preparation and
study based on the rcquirocmocnts for advancoment of the Burcau of Navigation Manual
arc esscntial for success. Bureau of Navigation Training Courses, the Manuals
of the tcchnical Burcaus and standard publications available in ships' librarics
should bc made available to all prospecetive candidates. The candidate should
start his proparation, with soveral hours a day study, well in advancc and should
ascertain for himself at thet time what toxt books will bo requircd. Prompt ro-
quest should be mede through Division Officers or Heaeds of Departments to Com-
manding Officers to mazke the nccoessary rofercnce or toxt books available. Chicf
potiy officer eoxaminations will be & sovere tost of Hho candidatet's knowledge of
his speceialty oand subjeets all petty officcers should know.

Undor the provisions of law, in thc ovent of war or & national cemergeney,
officers and men of the Naval Resorve mey be required to scrve throughout the
period of such war or national emergency, irrespective of the date of expiration
of cnlistment. ;s

Under the provisions of the Shipping articles (N.Nav. 351), cnlisted rescrv-
ists obligatc themselves to scrve for four years only, the same as cnlisted men
of the regular Navy. _

In order that there may be no doubt in the mind of any roservist as to the
authority of the Secrctory of the Neovy to retain him in aective serviee, in the
cvent of wor or national cmergency, beyond the date of ¢xpiration of his cnlist-
ment, it is dirocted that the followihg be. stompoed accross the foee of the Ship-
ping irticles for Neval Reservists, prior to execution of the ozth and signaturc:

"In the covent of war or notional cmergeney during my term of
service, I further obligate myself to scrve throughout the war or’
national omergency, if so required.™

Of the 78 enlisted men who, in April, took the Naval Academy Entrance Ex-
aminations at the Naval Academy Preparatory School, U. S. Naval Training Station,
Norfolk, Va., 66 obtained passing marks in all subjects.
